7.2 Installing the refrigerator in a sealed location

Itis recommended to install the refrigerator in a sealed location in order to prevent
dust and heat from entering the living space of the caravan or motorhome.

When the temperature in the interior of the refrigerator exceeds +4 °C, the shelf life
of goods that spoil quickly cannot be guaranteed. To attain an optimal cooling
capacity in the interior of the refrigerator, observe the following information:

Protect the interior of the vehicle from warming up excessively (e.g. sunshades in
the windows, air conditioner).

Protect the refrigerator from direct sunlight (e.g. sunshades in the windows).
Voltage fluctuations can have a negative effective on the cooling capacity. Check
the cooling performance of refrigerator regularly

— when using DC current during the journey

— when using AC current at the site of use

« Choose a well ventilated location which is protected from direct sunlight.

«  Allow warm food to cool down first before keeping it cool in the refrigerator.

10 Cleaning and maintenance

This
signal turns off after the door is closed.

Faults are indicated on the display by highlighting the middle section with a red

banner and a code. The faults that terminate the complete cooling function are
displayed on the screen in combination with a beep.
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In case of multiple faults, the error code will be rolling.

The beep will last for 2 minutes and repeat every 30 minutes until the fault is restored.
